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Installing Thunderbird on Mac OS X  
 

These instructions will walk you through the process of installing Mozilla Thunderbird and 

configuring it for your Hamilton e -mail account without  importing settings, mail, or address books 

from another mail program.  

 

Do wnload Thunderbird  
 

1.  Go to http://www.mozilla.com/en -US/thunderbird/  and click on the D ownload  Thunderbird 

link.  

 

2.  Firefox will ask to Save to Disk  ï click OK .  

 
3.  When the file is finished downloa ding, click Open  in the Downloads window. If this window 

is no longer opened, go to the location of the downloaded file and double -click on it.  

  
4.  Click on the button to ac cept the License agreement.  

 

5.  A window should appear with a large, round Thunderbir d icon. If it is not already open, open 

up your Macintosh HD . Click and drag the large, round Thunderbird I con from the 

Thunderbird window onto the Applications  folder icon on the hard drive.

Configure Thunderbird  
 

1.  Open  Thunderbird.  Tell the setup wizard not to import any thing and click Continue .

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2.  Select E- Mail account  as the type and click Continue.  

 
3.  For the Identity , set Your Name  to how you want your full name to appear in messages 

that you send and enter your E- mail address . Click Continue.  

 
4.  For the Server Inf ormation, set the account type to IMAP  and enter ñmail.hamilton.edu ò 

for the incoming mail server.  

a.  If you are going to use this computer on - campus , set the Outgoing Server to 

mail.hamilton.edu .  

b.  If you are going to use this computer off - campus , you need to  know the Outgoing 

Server (SMTP) address for your internet provider (Verizon, Time Warner, etc.) and 

enter that address.  

c.  Click Continue.

5.  The incoming user name should auto - fill to your Hamilton user name. If you are using this 

computer off - campus, you may need to enter additional information for your outgoing mail 

server (again, this information should be available from your internet provider). Click 

Continue .

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6.  The Account Name shou ld auto - fill with your Hamilton e -mail address. Click Continue.  

 
7.  Verify that all of the information entered is correct and click Done .  

 
8.  Enter your e -mail password when prompted.  
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9.  You should see your mailboxes appear in the sidebar on the left, alth ough you might notice 

that some may be missing.  

 

10.  Click on your e -mail address at the top of the list of folders 

and then click on Manage Folder Subscriptions  on the right.  

 
11.  Hit the Refresh  button and then make sure all the folders are checked and cl ick OK .
